Finance Report 2022

This report contains a summary of the financial state of our parish and

school. It also includes other ways we use our time, talent, and treasure in
building up our parish community. We want to thank you for the many ways you
contribute - and not just financially. We are truly blessed by your generosity.

Last year, this report outlined for you that our overall Sunday collections, school
tuition and fees were not keeping up with the increase in costs for our building i =%
and staff that make up our campus. We then began with our prayers and letters 8th gr Living Stations
to you requesting an increase in your regular Sunday contributions. Fortunately,

we began receiving a 19% increase in our collections. That increase helped us maintain the operation of
our parish and school, and we were able to end the year close to budget.

The operation of our parish and school is dependent on your generosity. We are aware that you may be
stretched more and more to meet the demands of your personal expenses due to the high costs of nearly
everything. The parish operational expenses are also on the rise. Please keep in mind the needs of our
parish when making your contributions.

At the beginning of this current fiscal year, we were fortunate to receive over $400,000 from the
government’s employee retention fund. Those funds were used to reduce our parish debt considerably.
We will continue to reduce our debt and add to the capital improvement fund as we receive your
contributions for debt reduction.

In March 2022, our Parish filed amended Federal payroll tax returns to take advantage of the Employee Retention Credits
offered by the Federal government. Any employer that had to shut down and/or had a significant drop in quarterly receipts
during the pandemic, but continued to pay employees, was eligible. Considering each quarter independently, the credits were
based on qualifying wages paid to employees during that same time. In July, we received the funds and were able to make a
principal payment of $400,000, bringing our current debt balance to $182,000. We continue to incur interest on this balance
and still need everyone to fulfill their pledges.

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HIGHLIGHTS 2021-2022

Stewardship

The Society of St. Vincent de Paul provided $62,570 for rent, utilities, medical expenses, and food, helping those in need. In
addition, $13,775 worth of goods were donated to Sophia's Kitchen, Community Harvest Food Pantry, We Care, Community
Cupboard and Enough Stuff Shop.

The Annual Fund raised approximately $37,000 to support various efforts within the parish.

Evangelization & Outreach
We are very proud of the evangelization and outreach that our parish provided through special projects and programs including:

¢ Weekly Communion services were provided at Brandon Wood and the Villas of Holly Brook, and a
group Rosary was offered at Apostolic Christian Restmor.

Advent Stars

¢ Ministers visited and brought Holy Communion to an average of 40 homebound parishioners per
week; an additional 30 parishioners in local nursing homes were visited each week.

¢ Our parish experienced an increase in funerals, which resulted in additional individual
bereavement outreach and increased participation in the monthly Grief Care support group. The
group averaged between 6 - 10 attendees each month.

¢ Parish and community service projects included the Thanksgiving Day food drive, Sharing
Christmas project and Easter Basket project.

¢ Donut Sunday Socials and blood pressure screenings were offered monthly.

During the past year, we welcomed about 30 families to our parish by sending out welcome packets
and reaching out to new members to answer any questions and provide information about our parish.

Religious Education

The Religious Education program for public schools had 171 children enrolled.

¢ Our weeklong mission of Totus Tuus was held in June, which focused on
our Catholic identity through attending daily Mass, learning more

Rosary. 15 kindergarteners, 62 children in grades 1-6, and 46 in grades 7-12 attended, plus many parish
volunteers. Over 60 parish members donated their time by praying in the Holy Family Chapel during the week. In
addition, each night a different parish family hosted the team for dinner in their home.
